NEW SONG FOR JULY
It really is Amazing Grace - Phil Wickam

It Really is Amazing Grace, is a re-imagined version of the well-known hymn
Amazing Grace. The verses remain, while a new chorus and bridge have been
added to celebrate the transforming grace of God.

The original hymn was written by John Newton, a former slave trader whose life
was dramatically changed after he cried out to God during a violent storm at
sea. His encounter with God's mercy led him to faith and ministry.

The song reminds us that through Christ our status has changed - from slaves
to sin to beloved children of God. It encourages us to remember that the chains
of sin have been completely broken! The joyful chorus contrasts the reflective
verses as it speaks of being “dead in sin” and “dancing on that grave reflecting
Romans 6:4 "... just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the
Father, we too may live a new life." As we sing this song, may we celebrate the
amoggg grace that has freed us, given us new life in Christ, and welcomed us
into 's family.
